WHY ARE WE HERE TODAY SUPPORTING THE DENAN PROJECT?  

Ethiopia, located in the horn of east Africa, has a total land area of 1.1 million square kilometers and a population of about 80 million people. According to the Central Intelligence Agency’s World Factbook, Ethiopia is comprised of only 2,900 sq km of irrigated land -- yet 80 percent of the country’s workforce relies on agriculture, an industry that all too often suffers from droughts and poor cultivation practices. The literacy rate in Ethiopia is 42 percent, and many children do not attend school past elementary grades. Ethiopia has a high degree of risk for infectious diseases, including a high prevalence rate of HIV and major infectious diseases that include malaria, typhoid fever, hepatitis A and E, and meningococcal meningitis.  
 

The Ogaden region of Ethiopia, where the village of Denan is located, has a population of more than four million people. Referred to by the New York Times as a “mini-Darfur,” the Ogaden has little electricity, running water, or program of formal education; it has long been plagued by war, drought, malnourishment, and disease. 
 

About The Denan Project 
Our Mission: The Denan Project is a nonprofit, grassroots 501 (c) (3) organization whose volunteer members secure the necessary resources to provide free medical care, potable water, agricultural training, education, and other critical services for the people of Denan, Ethiopia and the surrounding villages.  Working with regional government and nongovernmental agencies, The Denan Project’s ultimate goal is to make the Denan area self-reliant by developing and implementing long-term, sustainable solutions.
 

Our History: The Denan Project was founded in Woodbury, Connecticut. Although the project is based in a quaint New England town seemingly removed from the issues that plague the sun-baked Ogaden, its vision reaches across the globe—to help the people of Denan. The Denan Project was founded in 2003 by Dick Young after he traveled to a refugee camp near the village of Denan to film a documentary about the terrible conditions there. 
 

Arriving in the camp adjoining the village, Young found 7,000 people who had been displaced from their homes by civil war, disease, and drought.  New people were arriving daily—sometimes as many as 200 in a day—having traveled hundreds of miles and in desperate need of food, water, a doctor, and medicine. Unfortunately, they found almost nothing in the way of medical care and very little food and water. The refugee camp was in a precarious situation, with people dying daily.
 
When Young returned home to Woodbury, Connecticut--a town whose population is not much bigger than that of Denan--he could not forget what he saw and experienced in the Ogaden. He gathered a group of friends and neighbors and talked 
to them of the desperate plight of the refugees. The group formed The Denan Project with the shared dream of saving lives and giving hope to the people of Denan. The volunteers began to raise money by having gatherings in their homes and by speaking to local organizations.  They set themselves a goal that they thought was modest and achievable--to set up a small, free clinic and hire an Ethiopian doctor. 

By April 2004, the group had raised enough money to open a tiny clinic in an abandoned, rundown two-room building. Since then, donations have turned the clinic into a  29-room hospital with a support staff of more than 30 people to run the hospital and related operations. It has treated 45,000 people all for free for a wide range of illnesses and injuries, and has saved many lives. In the past two years, The Denan Project has been able to purchase an ambulance to pick up people from outlying areas, or to take desperately sick people to a large hospital 75 kilometers away. It has purchased a pickup truck that can ferry people and supplies around the area as needed. Most recently, it has bought a 20,000 liter water-tanker truck that can bring potable water to reservoirs (built by The Denan Project) in the outlying areas around Denan. The group has also partnered with UNICEF to conduct a medical outreach program to the surrounding villages. 
 

The construction of a 12 kilometer water pipeline is now underway and will bring potable water to the village for the first time in its history. Completion of this crucial project is slated for the end of 2008.  All labor is being provided free of charge by the residents of the Denan area.
 

The Denan Project is also training villagers in new methods of raising drought resistant crops. It has also bought a tractor and plowing implements, and donated supplies, equipment, and seeds to support the agricultural efforts.
 

Staffing: The Denan Project is run by an all-volunteer board of 12 people. Board members receive no financial compensation of any kind.  On the ground in Denan, it has partnered with the Ogaden Welfare and Development Association (OWDA), a nongovernmental organization that manages the operation of the hospital and all the group’s other projects. OWDA’s Executive Director, Mukhtar Shek Omer, is a key contact. He helps shepherd medicine to the village, visits regularly when members of The Denan Project are not in the village, handles any wire transfers from The Denan 
Project in order to purchase supplies or pay for ongoing expenses, and communicates any problems or concerns directly with The Denan Project board members as they 
arise.  The head doctor, Dr. Ahmed, is also in direct and constant contact with The Denan Project as is the hospital administrator—serving as a local ambassador and as the main point of contact between the project and the village.

Our Funding Priorities in Denan
The Hospital: What began in 2004 as a two-room clinic is now a 29-room hospital with more than 30 staff members. The hospital serves 900+ patients per month. It costs approximately $13,000 per month to operate the hospital, which is outfitted with ultrasound equipment, a pharmacy, a laboratory for diagnostics, a TB program and an established prenatal and well-baby clinic.
 

The Water Pipeline: To date, The Denan Project has completed construction on two boreholes with two more to go, the 200,000 liter collection and service reservoirs, generator and guard houses 14 watering stations and the security fences.   In order to make potable water a reality, residents are digging the pipeline by hand in areas where the excavator cannot reach the proper depth. The Denan Project is actively securing funds from generous donors to purchase supplies and equipment to complete construction. As of late March 2008, there was only three kilometers to go to complete the pipeline trench.  In addition, 5 reservoirs have been built in surrounding villages.  These reservoirs are serviced by the newly purchased water tanker.
 

Agriculture: The Denan Project has purchased drought resistant seeds and trained farmers in surrounding villages on improved farming techniques to grow crops. In 
an effort to successfully harvest the crops and yield a food supply for the people of Denan, the project has built berms, dams, and irrigation channels to contain and 
distribute the rain water and to avoid runoff and flash floods. Currently, two residents are receiving training in the maintenance and operation of the just-purchased tractor and plowing implements to assist the villagers in this effort.

Evaluating the Success of The Denan Project
The success of The Denan Project can be measured in many different ways, both qualitatively and quantitatively. The group is one step closer to reaching its goals with every crop that is harvested, with every shipment of supplies that safely reaches the village, with every patient treated and released, and with every baby who is born healthy.
 

Qualitatively, The Denan Project is measuring its success in the improved quality of medical care, the improved health of the villagers, and the improved quality of life. Quantitatively, the group is looking at the numbers to assess its accomplishments—tracking the number of lives saved as a result of the proper preventative care and medicines, the number of healthy babies born to women who received good-quality prenatal care, the number of people who have received mosquito nets to prevent malaria, and the number of villagers who have food and water. 
 

The clinical staff in the hospital is actively tracking patient visits and outcomes, and the data is irrefutable. The work of The Denan Project has saved literally hundreds of lives. The village of Denan is now an oasis in the desert for thousands of displaced persons and will continue to be a lifeline with the help and support of The Denan Project.

According to a December 2007 medical progress report, the hospital began to experience a sharp increase in malnourished people (primarily elderly and young babies), and TB.  As such, the group has opened a TB clinic and purchased foodstuffs as noted above.  Outpatient trends have remained fairly consistent, with malaria, gastrointestinal disorders, malnutrition, upper and lower respiratory infections, urinary tract infections and anemia being the most frequent diagnosis.  Inpatients who have been admitted and subsequently discharged suffered primarily from severe pneumonia.  In the month of December, the hospital experienced a zero mortality rate.  Ongoing challenges include low community awareness of some harmful traditional practices, such as traditional healings, traditional birth practices, and female genital mutilation, and a lack of some essential drugs, such as anti-rabies treatments.
 

Looking Ahead
Until such time as the people of Denan, Ethiopia have all the necessary tools and resources to sustain their village, The Denan Project will continue to persevere in its efforts. It has already had a significant impact on several crucial areas—medical supplies, health care, and food resources. 
The Denan Project has also made serious inroads into another crucial area—the lack of a potable water supply for the villagers. To address immediate needs, we purchased the large water tanker truck and funded the construction of reservoirs for the villages, which rely on sparse rain water and on the water tanker to maintain their water supplies. In times of serious drought, the reservoirs run dry all too quickly, and the villagers are once again faced with a water shortage. Creating a constant, replenishable supply of drinking water through a water pipeline that taps into a natural source is now our main project, slated for completion in 2008.
 

Looking ahead, The Denan Project’s next undertaking is the development of cottage industries that will help to generate food and revenue to sustain the hospital and surrounding villages.  Possibilities include the purchase of a solar bread oven and teaching the women’s group to bake bread that they can use to feed the hospital patients and also sell the overage to the villagers for a profit.  The project also hopes to purchase goats and use the milk for nourishment as well as for the production of cheese, which can also be sold.  In the mid-term, the project hopes to bring more support to existing schools and teachers, including more supplies and programs to increase the attendance rates.  Longer term, the project hopes to begin the construction of a new school for the children of Denan.  Denan has a current enrollment of 1,000 students. On average, only 600 of these students show up for school. With a stronger curriculum and better resources, such as school supplies and lunches, the project hopes to provide the children of Denan with a brighter future by encouraging parents to send their children to school and encouraging students to attend classes on a regular basis in order to gain new educational opportunities.
